4. NEW! Reference recording: 45 choristers signed up for demo CD’s. They are ready for pick-up
at the registration table. Please note: Lamb of God, There Is a Redeemer are reference
recordings and do not match exactly the edition we are singing. Also, Medley of the Cross was
conveyed by email and is not a high quality recording.
