4. NEW!  Seating Chart:  A seating chart is in effect tonight to best group singers within each 

section.  Please leave your name card IN YOUR SEAT after each rehearsal.  Choristers are NOT 
at liberty to move seating cards amongst themselves for the placements are allocated to project 
the best sounds from the chorus as a whole.  There may be some adjustments so please be 
patient. 
 

5. NEW!   Number measures:  All scores should have measures numbered by last week. 
 

6. NEW!   Vocal coaching: Back by popular demand, FOC vocal coaching sessions, 4 March and 
18 March, 6:30 – 7:30 p.m. in the choir room.  Limited to 4 vocal participants (15 mins. each) but 
observers are welcome.

10. SA / TB Sectionals:  Sectionals end tonight.  Combined rehearsals thereafter. 
 

11. Memorization:  There is good news and bad news!  We will NOT memorize our entire season of 
repertoire.  We WILL memorize a few.  Anthems memorized will be announced soon.
